Instructions To Bidders:

Contract will be awarded to one (1) bidder.  All materials referenced in the submission of your bid must be furnished, new, included in your bid, and meet the approval of The McHenry County Housing Authority. All warranty information must be provided to The McHenry County Housing Authority upon successful completion of project. It is the bidding contractor’s responsibility to verify all measurements listed in the bid specifications. All bids to include items/labor necessary to complete project to the satisfaction of The McHenry County Housing Authority. All installations to be to manufacturer’s specifications and Federal, State and Local codes, ordinances and regulations.  Permitting, site management, cleanup/disposal/removal of all building debris from the work site is the responsibility of the bidding contractor in accordance with prevailing codes.

Specifications:

Contractor will remove the existing siding, and verify conditions of the buildings substrate. Clean and repair as necessary any substrate conditions that would be detrimental to proper siding installation. Substrate repairs need to be priced per square foot and requires the approval of the McHenry County Housing Authority before proceeding.

Contractor will scrape off loose caulk and re-caulk (per manufactures specifications) around windows, doors, and other areas to prevent moisture penetration. All caulking is to be the same color as the siding.

Contractor shall remove and reinstall all protrusions such as downspouts, light fixtures, etc. Note: (EXISTING GUTTERS, FASCIA AND SOFFIT WILL REMAIN ON THE BUILDING)

Contractor will supply and install new double 4-inch .042- vinyl siding or equal on the building and attached garages. The vinyl siding color must be approved by the McHenry County Housing Authority before installation process begins. Siding shall have continuous, one-piece inside and outside corners. Contractor must purchase all siding from the same manufacturer and the entire unit must to sided using the same dye lot.

Contractor shall furnish and install new J-Blocks on all light fixtures, hose bibs, dryer vents and electrical outlets. Contractor shall furnish and install new crawl space automatic vents and dryer vents. 

Contractor will purchase, and replace the two existing garage service doors with two pre-hung flush steel doors. 

Contractor will purchase, and replace both garage door jams and garage door brick mold with vinyl jams and vinyl brick mold.  

DAVIS BACON WAGE PROVISIONS:

Business Auto Liability -- $300,000.00 per occurrence, combined single limit for:  bodily Injury Liability and Property Damage Liability

The McHenry County Housing Authority must be listed on the Insurance Certificate as additionally insured.
