Instructions To Bidders:

Contract will be awarded to one (1) bidder.  All materials referenced in the submission of your bid must be furnished, new, included in your bid, and meet the approval of The McHenry County Housing Authority. All warranty information must be provided to The McHenry County Housing Authority upon successful completion of project. It is the bidding contractor’s responsibility to verify all measurements listed in the bid specifications. All bids to include items/labor necessary to complete project to the satisfaction of The McHenry County Housing Authority. All installations to be to manufacturer’s specifications and Federal, State and Local codes, ordinances and regulations.  Permitting, site management, cleanup/disposal/removal of all building debris from the work site is the responsibility of the bidding contractor in accordance with prevailing codes.

Specifications:

(1). East side of house porch flat roof Approximately 8 feet X 16 feet.

Rebuild flat roof with new hip roof using 3:12 pitch. 

Install ice and water shield in the following areas:
Entire new hip roof 

Install new

New drip edge on all edges 

Flashing where house meets hip roof

Install new 30 year Architectural asphalt shingles according to manufacture specifications. (Color determined by the MCHA before work begins).

Install new gutters and downspouts matching color of existing house gutters and downspouts. 

(2). Existing shingled roof:

Remove existing shingle roof down to the wood decking. Remove old roofing nails. Check for rotted or damaged plywood and replace as needed. (Contact MCHA before replacement of damaged plywood). Note: ($2.50 per square foot allowance will be allowed for any area needing new decking material) Approval will be needed and a change order issued.

Install ice and water shield in the following areas:
Complete gutter perimeter of house 

Base of chimney, vents and stacks 

Install new:

Replace with new flashing around chimney

Replace all roof vents with new roof vents 

Replace plumbing boots with new boots 

Install 30 pound felt paper

Install new 30 year Architectural asphalt shingles according to manufacture specifications. (Color determined by the MCHA before work begins).

(3). Flat Roof: Front porch and south side bump out


Remove existing shingle roof down to the wood decking. Remove old roofing nails. Check for rotted or damaged plywood and replace as needed. (Contact MCHA before replacement of damaged plywood). Note: ($2.50 per square foot allowance will be allowed for any area needing new substrate material).  Approval will be needed and a change order issued. 

Install new ½ inch OSB to entire flat roof areas which include (front porch and bump out on south side of house. New flashing installed where roof meets the house.

Install new EPDM membrane system
 Use a one-piece ethylene-propylene diene monomer membrane, or EPDM. EPDM must have a thickness of .45-millimeters or greater. EPDM must be installed according to manufacturer’s specifications and local codes.

All work must conform to state and local building codes

Contractor is required to have a valid roofers license  

Contractor must obtain all permits

DAVIS BACON WAGE PROVISIONS:
