Public Participation:  Sue Rose discussed her concerns regarding the new insurance payment schedule.  She referred to her letter to the Board of Commissioners that requested the Board of Commissioners to consider her department in a separate manner than the rest of MCHA because her department receives separate grant funding for the programs that it administers.  She noted that the State had already approved her budget.  She further noted that MCHA contributes more money to pay for insurance for employees with families.  Two of the members of her staff, including her, are single employees with no families.  The other member of her staff with family coverage has already decided to change to the less expensive HMO plan.  She requested that MCHA pay 95% of the total premiums for single employees with no families whether they choose HMO or PPO, and MCHA would pay according to the previously proposed schedule for employees with families.





Sue Rose and Bob Dixon left the meeting.  





Commissioner Ruda made a motion to enter into closed session pursuant to ILCS 120/(c)(1)(Personnel Matters).  Commissioner Reid seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken and the motion carried by unanimous vote.





Commissioner Ruda made a motion that was seconded by Commissioner Reid to come out of closed session.  The Commissioners all voted aye by roll call vote and the motion passed.  No action was taken in closed session.





Sue Rose re-entered the meeting.  Commissioner Ruda made a motion to deny the request of Sue Rose regarding medical insurance benefits for the 2011 fiscal year.  Commissioner Reid seconded the motion.  Commissioner Ruda explained the board position that the schedule of insurance benefits for fiscal year 2011 will remain as discussed at the June 8, 2010 special board meeting.  The insurance benefits will be reviewed for all MCHA employees before next fiscal year.  All of the Commissioners voted in favor of the motion and the motion carried.





Commissioner Reid made a motion to approve the insurance benefit schedule for fiscal year 2011 as previously presented by Biel Claussen.  Commissioner Ruda seconded the motion.  The motion carried by unanimous vote.





Commissioner Ruda made a motion to adjourn at 8:55 A.M. and Commissioner Reid seconded the motion.  The motion carried by unanimous vote.
