The special meeting of the Board of Commissioners of the McHenry County Housing Authority was called to order by Chairman Reece at 8:03 am on June 8, 2010 at the Home State Bank, 611 S. Main Street, Crystal Lake, Illinois.

Resolution 2010-02:  Biel Claussen presented the Resolution 2010-2 that authorizes the Executive Director to submit the HUD required Public Housing Assessment System Management Operations Certification.  Commissioner Reid made a motion to approve the resolution and Commissioner Ruda seconded the motion.  The motion carried by unanimous roll call vote.





Insurance:  Biel Claussen stated that she had received the insurance rate increase of 25.6%.  A scenario was presented that included MCHA paying 95% of the employee and their family’s insurance premium of the HMO plan, with similar payments toward the PPO premium for employees desiring that plan.  The cost of the PPO premium to the employee will increase significantly.  Another insurance option, a Health Savings Account will also be made available, with MCHA paying the premium.  The board approved this scenario with the additional requirement that the employees using the H S A be required to fund their account in the same amounts that would equal the required employee contribution to the HMO plan.





Employee Compensation:  Biel Claussen presented the results of the employee evaluations.  The Commissioners decided to tie the salary increases to the results of the employee evaluation in the following manner: 4.0 rating – 2.5% increase;  3.6 – 3.92 rating - 2.0% increase; 3.0-3.2 rating – 1% increase; 2.4 – 2.8 rating – 0% increase.





Commissioner Ruda made a motion to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Commissioner Reid.  All of the Commissioners voted in favor of the motion.  Chairman Reece declared the meeting adjourned at 8:49 am.
