Emergency Food & Shelter Program (EFSP) Funds Available to Agencies Serving the Homeless and Hungry

McHenry County has been notified that $242,137 in Emergency Food and Shelter Program (EFSP) grant funds are available to supplement emergency food and shelter programs in the county.  The grant amount was determined by the Emergency Food and Shelter National Board which is chaired by the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA), and includes representatives from United Way of America, American Red Cross, Salvation Army, National Council of Churches of Christ, United Jewish Communities, and Catholic Charities USA.  

Applications for the funds will be accepted from private voluntary nonprofit agencies or government agencies that are experienced in serving the homeless and hungry of McHenry County.  Those interested in applying for funds are required to contact the McHenry County Housing Authority (815) 338-7752 for an EFSP Phase 28 (2010) application form and information packet that describes allowable programs and documentation requirements.

Those applying for grants must provide the information listed on the application page and must also submit a narrative that fully describes the homeless or food program.  Grant proposals are required to include the target population, the numbers of clients to be served, and they must specify the amount of funds requested.  Applicants must have an approved accounting system, must practice nondiscrimination, and must have previously demonstrated the ability to operate emergency food and/or shelter programs.  Private voluntary organizations must have a voluntary board.  Proposals will be reviewed and chosen by the local Emergency Food and Shelter Program (EFSP) Board.
Please note: as of 1/14/10 the EFSP application deadline date had not yet been determined by FEMA, but it is expected to be in late February or early March.  When available, the grant application deadline date will be posted on McHenry County Housing Authority’s web site:
