Program Criteria

This program may provide past due rent assistance and/or a short-term rental subsidy for McHenry County residents who are in danger of homelessness.  Applicants must lack the financial resources and support networks needed to remain in existing housing, and must have no other appropriate options for assistance.  Applicants must be likely to sustain their housing after the subsidy ends, and must be willing and able to comply with case management requirements.  

The need for the assistance must have been caused by an economic crisis that was beyond the household’s control.  To verify the economic crisis, all applicants must provide documents that give evidence of at least one of the following conditions: loss of employment, medical disability or emergency, loss or delay of some form of public benefit, natural disaster, substantial change in household composition, victimization by criminal activity, illegal action by a landlord, displacement by a government or private action, or some other condition which constitutes a hardship comparable to the other conditions enumerated above.

Household income limit is 50% of the Area’s Median Income (AMI).  Program availability depends on funding availability.  Rents must fall within the payment standards and rent reasonableness standards for the household size. 

Check List for Required Documents:

· Current Illinois driver’s license or current Illinois State ID for all adult household members.  License or ID must show a McHenry County address. 

· Social Security cards (not copies) for all household members (written verification from the Social Security Administration will also be accepted).

· Documentation of gross income (before deductions) for the past ninety days for all household members. (This includes but is not limited to: wages from employment, income from “cash jobs,” TANF, Social Security, SSI, SSD, insurance compensation, unemployment compensation, child support, disability payments, pensions, interest and dividends, etc.)

· All bank statements for the past 3 months for all household members who have any type of bank account (checking, savings, etc)

· Current utility bills in adult household member’s name (gas, electric, water, sewer, garbage) 
· Documentation of assistance from other sources, such as: Medicaid card, Link card, WIC, and food pantries (all such assistance must be issued from McHenry County).  Letters from family and/or friends listing type of help and amount of money given, etc. (letters must contain the name, address and phone number of the letter-writer; and they must be signed and dated by the letter writer). 

· Lease. Must have a current, written lease in the applicant’s name.
· Current “Landlord’s 5-Days Notice” or equivalent late notice/eviction notice from the landlord (landlord must agree to halt eviction proceedings before funds are given on the applicant’s behalf.)

· Landlord’s property tax bill proving ownership of the property. This is not required at the time of intake, nor is it required if it is already on file with MCHA, but funds will not be released to your landlord until after the proof of ownership is received.
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
