Dear Section 8 Landlord,

Illinois legislation grants property tax abatements to rental properties in Illinois when the property is located in a low-poverty area and at least one unit is leased to a Housing Choice Voucher Program participant.

Only rental property in Alden, Burton, Coral, Grafton, Hartland, Nunda, Richmond, Riley, and Seneca Townships are qualified to participate.  Your property tax bill will show the township in which your rental property is located.

To be eligible for this program, the building must be leased to a voucher holder on January 1, 2010.  The tax savings will affect the bill for 2010 that you receive in 2011, and reduces the Equalized Assessed Valuation (EAV) of your property.  The reduction of EAV can be as high as 19%.  In 2009, most savings were in the five to eight hundred dollar range.  A formula that considers the number of Housing Voucher tenants and the total number of rental units calculates the actual reduction in assessment value.

If you are interested in applying for this reduction, forms may be accessed on the McHenry County Housing Authority website, www.mchenrycountyhousing.org, or phoning the office and requesting a Property Tax Reduction Application Form.  This form must be completed and returned to the Housing Authority by September 30, 2010.  There will be a $50 fee per PIN for processing the form, the certifications by the Housing Authority, and transferring the information to the County Clerk, the County Tax Assessor’s office, and the County Treasurer.
