MINUTES OF THE


McHENRY COUNTY HOUSING AUTHORITY


February 23, 2009





The regular meeting of the Board of Commissioners of the McHenry County Housing Authority was called to order by Chairman Reece at 1:34 on February 23, 2009, at the offices of the McHenry County Housing Authority, 1108 N. Seminary, Woodstock, Illinois.

Charlene Kraus was sworn in as a new Commissioner by Chairman Reece.





Minutes:  Commissioner Reid moved, seconded by Commissioner Ruda, to approve the minutes of the January 26, 2009 regular meeting of the Board of Commissioners.  There was unanimous approval, and Chairman Reece declared said motion carried.  





Commissioner Comments/Public Comments:  Julie Biel Claussen stated that Commissioner Leather’s term will expire soon and will need to be extended if he is interested.





Financial Reports:  Commissioner Ruda motioned to approve the financial reports.  Commissioner Reid seconded the motion. Bob Dixon presented the financial reports. He noted that the Section 8 Voucher program was positive by $3,371.20.  The County has decided to waive the Sustain program fees charged for criminal background checks.  Public Housing has a positive cash flow of  $1,220.81.  The Cost Allocation includes the new payroll service for $200.12 this month.  SilverTrees I has a year to date loss of $629.27.  SilverTrees II has a year to date loss of  $3,295.61.  GreenTrees has a loss of 3,248.51, with snowplow costs accounting for the majority of the property expenses.  Mr. Dixon noted that the workman’s compensation insurance and our employee labor are the only expenses for the HOME and CDBG programs.  We are monitoring the usage of electricity for the DHS homeless prevention program.  Commissioner Leathers arrived at the meeting at 1:45 p.m.  The Board of Commissioners voted on the motion to approve the financial reports, and the motion carried unanimously.  Dixon left the meeting at 1:50 PM.  


Bills Due:  Julie Biel Claussen presented the bills due:  $1,312.50 to Francis Gosser; and $1,352.20 to NAHRO.  A motion was made by Commissioner Reid to approve the payment of the bills. Commissioner Leathers seconded the motion.  All of the Commissioners voted in favor of the motion and the motion carried.  





Legal Matters:  Frank Gosser distributed a letter from the Village of Richmond closing the zoning issue.  He is working on a pending foreclosure and a Freedom of Information Act Request.





Program Reports:  Biel Claussen stated that there are 936 Housing Choice Vouchers being used, a 99% usage rate. Public Housing has a vacancy that is being rehabbed currently.  The LIHEAP program has spent 66% of the available funding.  The Weatherization Program is 50% complete.  The new stimulus bill is anticipated to double our weatherization production.   Biel Claussen presented a contractor for consideration for the Owner-Occupied Rehab program.  Puroclean Property Damage Restoration is located in Wonder Lake and is a flood and mold remediation firm.  Commissioner Ruda motioned to approve Puroclean Property Damage Restoration as an approved contractor under the Owner Occupied Rehab Program.  Commissioner Leathers seconded the motion, and all of the Commissioners voted in favor of the motion.  The motion carried.  We are continuing to work on the final version of the new manual.  The CSBG/Homeless assistance program has depleted the shelter funds because of the McHenry funds.   There is nothing new for the rural development projects.  The rental Housing Support Program is qualifying tenants.  We should be receiving $20,000 in administrative funding for this program.





 Commissioner Comments/Public Comments:  Commissioner Ruda stated that the CDBG Commission agenda was light for the Wednesday meeting.  He distributed a sheet showing the CDBG and HOME fund draws.   MCHA needs to make a policy of spending funds quickly.  Commissioner Ruda stated that he would like to see a request for contractors on our website.  Commissioner Reid stated that the Senior Grant Commission meeting will be March 16, 2009.





Julie Biel Claussen distributed the application of Raquel Llinas, a public housing tenant, for consideration for the McHenry County Housing Authority Board.   Commissioner Ruda made a motion to submit the application of Raquel Llinas for consideration as a tenant commissioner. Commissioner Block seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.





Commissioner Reid made a motion to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Commissioner Block.  All of the Commissioners voted in favor of the motion.  Chairman Reece declared the meeting adjourned at 2:10 pm.
