The McHenry County Housing Authority is seeking bids for an audit of all programs for the years ending June 30, 2009, June 30, 2010, and June 30, 2011.  We are required to be audited under the Single Audit Act of 1984.  Audits must be conducted in accordance with OMB Circular A-133, and must be completed by December 31st of each year.

All programs administered by the Housing Authority have been audited through June 30, 2008.  Last year's audit was conducted by Hawkins, Ash, Baptie and Company of LaCrosse, Wisconsin.  Copies of pertinent pages are included.  There were no findings or questioned costs.  We received an unqualified opinion.

Bids are due at the Housing Authority office by 5:00 P.M. on Friday, July 17, 2009.  No late bids or faxed bids will be accepted.  PLEASE indicate "Sealed Bid Enclosed" on the outside of your bid envelope.  If you are writing to request further information, please indicate "Information Request Only" on the outside of your envelope.  Otherwise it will not be opened until the Board meeting.  Audits must be conducted by independent public accountants who are either C.P.A.'s or Licensed or registered public accountants.  Send copy of Illinois license with proposal.  All audit reports must include the following required reports:

1) Opinion on General Purpose Financial Statements

2) Opinion on Federal Financial Assistance

3) Compliance on General Purpose Financial Statements

4) Compliance with Laws and Regulations

5) Report on Internal Controls

6) Report on Internal Controls-Single audit

All records are kept at the Housing Authority office.  The following programs are administered by the Housing Authority:

Section 8 Voucher Program-fee accountant-947 units under ACC.

Low Rent Housing Program-fee accountant-DOFA 1991 for 23 single family scattered site units.

Capital Funds program, a separate grant from HUD used for addressing capital needs of the public housing stock.

The following program's books are kept on the M I P computerized fund accounting system.  

GreenTrees Apartments for the Elderly-Three phases of USDA Rural Development 515 apartments-28 apartments built in 1983-16 apartments built in 1991, and 12 apartments built in 1995.   Projects consolidated in 2005.

SilverTrees Apartments for the Elderly-20 apartments built with USDA Rural Development 515 loan.  

EFSP-Emergency food and shelter funds received from Federal Emergency Management Agency.

Homeless Program-funded by the Illinois Department of Human Services.

SilverTrees II Apartments for the Elderly - 20 apartments built from $425,000 HOME grant and $75,000 CDBG grant received through McHenry County, a $120,000 grant from the Federal Home Loan Bank's Affordable Housing Program, and a mortgage from a local bank.  

HOME funds received from McHenry County for owner occupied rehabilitation program.  

CDBG funds received from McHenry County for owner occupied rehabilitation program.

Senior Services Grant funded by McHenry County for the purpose of administering a Senior Citizen dental voucher program.

Rental Housing Support Program funded through Illinois Housing Development Authority to provide project- based rental assistance for 22 units.

The following two programs are funded by the Illinois Department of Health and Human Services.  Programs have varying fiscal years and financial statements must be submitted by grant.  Please contact their audit division (217/785-2533) to discuss audit requirements.

LIHEAP-two grants, one funded by Health and Human Services and one funded by State of Illinois.

Three Weatherization grants funded by the Department of Energy, HHS and State of Illinois.  

CSBG-Community Services Block Grant funded by the Illinois Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity.  Please contact their audit division to discuss audit requirements (217-782-7500).

Capital Funds ARRA Program

HPRP Program – McHenry County Housing Authority is anticipated to be a subrecipient under the McHenry County Program.

The administrative costs of the agency are distributed according to a Cost Allocation Plan.  The costs are included in the budgets of all of the above listed programs.  

The auditor is required to submit the required number of audits to HUD and 20 copies to the McHenry County Housing Authority and with one unbound copy.  The auditor is required to submit original and final audit data to REAC by the required date.  All financial statements will be provided for this purpose.  The HUD/REAC document titled "Guidelines on Reporting and Attestation Requirements of Uniform Financial Reporting Standards (UFRS),” dated May 2002, requires a separate attestation agreed-upon procedures engagement.  Please indicate a price range for that procedure if not included in the base bid. Base bid shall be for each year with total bid being three times that amount.
