Scott Block was sworn in as a new Commissioner by Chairman Reece.

MINUTES:

Commissioner Leathers moved, seconded by Commissioner Ruda to approve the minutes for the April 21, 2008 regular meeting, as corrected to reflect the correct date of the meeting. There was unanimous approval, and Chairman Reece declared said motion carried.  


COMMISSIONER COMMENTS/ PUBLIC COMMENTS:

Commissioner Reid mentioned the children’s health and safety fair committee is looking for money that will be set aside for children’s eye exams to meet the new state requirement that children have an optometrist examine their eyes prior to enrolling in school.  They may speak with Sue Rose regarding her dental voucher program and structure their program similarly.  Commissioner Reid will bring more flyers for the health and safety fair for the MCHA clients.

FINANCIAL REPORTS:

Commissioner Ruda moved to adopt the financial reports.  Commissioner Reid seconded the motion.  Bob Dixon presented the financial reports. The Housing Choice Voucher Program had an average month with a positive cash flow of $3,216.    Public Housing Budget shows a positive balance of $5,277.46 for the month of April. The Cost Allocation plan includes the an increase in office maintenance costs attributable to creating a new office space for the Weatherization Assistant.  SilverTrees I has a positive balance of $1,451.53.  SilverTrees II had a positive month 739.23, but a deficit to date of  $5,540.24.  GreenTrees had a negative balance of $1,353.25 with 2 vacancies this month.    GreenTrees has a negative balance of $10,653.92 to date with some extra maintenance problems this month.  The 2006 HOME Program remains on hold.  The construction is complete on the 2006 CDBG.   2007 CDBG funds are all committed, but not completely spent.  The Commissioners voted on the motion to adopt the financial reports and the motion passed unanimously.  Mr. Dixon left the meeting at 1:45.  

BILLS DUE:

The legal bill in the amount of $743.75 was presented.  Commissioner Reid motioned to pay these bills as presented.  Commissioner Leathers seconded the motion.  There was a roll call vote and all of the Commissioners voted in favor of the motion.  The motion carried.

LEGAL MATTERS:  Mr. Gosser reported that he is working on a foreclosure for the Rehab program.  There is a local attorney who has a client that may be interested in bequeathing money for development of low income housing.

PROGRAM REPORTS:

Julie Biel Claussen stated that the 933 units were leased under the Section 8 program which is a 98.5%% usage rate.

In Public Housing, Resolution 2008-02 regarding the Capital Fund Program was presented to the Board of Commissioners for consideration.  The Capital fund amount is $40,310.  Chairman Ruda made a motion to approve the Resolution 2008-02 and Chairman Reid seconded the motion.  All of the Commissioners voted in favor of the motion and the motion carried.

The LIHEAP program spent all of its funding and the State funded an additional 44 families even after we had run out of money.  The Weatherization Program has completed 27 jobs.  There will be additional money this year due to the Commonwealth Edison program and Biel Claussen stated that she would like to spend it on a vehicle.

The CSBG report shows funds drawn to date.  A listing of agencies that received FEMA money was included in the reports.  No money has been drawn down on this program yet.

The Rural Development Projects have had an unusual amount of turnover.  The maintenance men have been busy repairing the units to be able to rent them.

ADMINISTRATIVE BUSINESS:

CDBG Commission Report – Commissioner Ruda stated that the April meeting was uneventful.  The CDBG commission has some concerns that MCHA is not spending its money quickly enough.

Senior Commission Report – Commissioner Reid stated that there was a round table meeting that she was unable to attend.  Biel Claussen stated that she had attended and thought it was a good meeting where agencies spoke of the various needs of local senior citizens.

Compensation Committee – a meeting was set for June 11, 2008 for the Compensation Committee to meet.  Julie will prepare recommendations for the committee to consider.

Resolution 2008-03 was presented to the Board of Commissioners for consideration.  This resolution was for disposal of office equipment.  Biel Claussen stated that this equipment is beyond its useful life and we would like to dispose of it.  A motion was made to adopt Resolution 2008-03 by Commissioner Ruda and seconded by Commissioner Reid.  All of the Commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.

COMMISSIONER COMMENTS: None

Commissioner Reid made a motion to adjourn, and Commissioner Ruda seconded the motion.  The Commissioners all voted aye.  The meeting adjourned at 2:08 P.M.
