MINUTES OF THE


McHENRY COUNTY HOUSING AUTHORITY


Aug 18, 2008





The regular meeting of the Board of Commissioners of the McHenry County Housing Authority was called to order by Chairman Reece at 1:35 on Aug  18, 2008, at the offices of the McHenry County Housing Authority, 1108 N. Seminary, Woodstock, Illinois.

Minutes:  Commissioner Reid made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Ruda to approve the minutes of July 21, 2008 as written.  There was unanimous approval and Commissioner Reece declared said motion carried.





Commissioner Ruda motioned, seconded by Commissioner Reid to approve the minutes of the Executive Session of July 21, 2008 as written.  All of the Commissioners voted aye and the motion carried.





Commissioner Comments/Public Comments:  Tom Suminski, from Banner Apartments presented a proposal regarding a joint venture between McHenry County Housing Authority and Banner Apartments to develop a senior housing apartment development in McHenry.  The project would include 52 units for seniors and disabled people.  Supportive Services would be provided by local agencies for the disabled tenants.  Mr. Suminski requested consideration of the joint venture and an allocation of Section 8 Housing Choice Vouchers to be permanently assigned to the development.  Commissioners questioned the timing of the proposal and whether it would be feasible to go forward in creating a new 501(c)(3) entity in time to submit for the financing in December.  





Tom Suminski and Dave Gillespie left the meeting at 2:15pm.  The Board of Commissioners deliberated after the Banner representatives left.  There were concerns that the timing of the project seemed rushed as Banner needed a commitment at the board meeting.  They felt it would be better to have the building blocks in place by creating a nonprofit agency.  Biel Claussen mentioned that other developers were also looking for project-based Section 8 Vouchers and perhaps the Authority should think of the allocation of Section 8 Vouchers more comprehensively and with a competitive process.  Commissioner Ruda made a motion to deny the Banner Apartments request with an expression of interest for future projects.  Commissioner Reid seconded the motion.  All of the Commissioners voted aye and the motion carried.�


Financial Reports:  Commissioner Reid motioned to adopt the financial reports.  Commissioner Ruda seconded the motion. Bob Dixon presented the financial reports. He noted that the Section 8 Voucher program had a loss of $227.69 due to a decrease in the administrative fee and expense increase. The Public Housing financials reflect a positive cash flow of $2,125.32 this month.  The Cost Allocation plan does not include any unusual expenses this month.  SilverTrees I has a positive balance of $785.35 with one vacancy.  SilverTrees II has a positive balance of $322.86.  GreenTrees has a positive balance of $2,541.72 this month.  The DHS grant has the same budget as last year.  There is no activity in the 2006 HOME program as it is on hold with the County.  The 2006 CDBG has a balance left in other costs that will be reallocated to a project.  The 2007 CDBG has been reserved for projects.  A roll call vote was taken and all of the Commissioners voted to adopt the financial reports.  Mr. Dixon left the meeting at 2:45 pm.





Bills Due:  Julie Biel Claussen presented the bills due:  $3,981.25 to Francis Gosser; $413 to Nan McKay for program updates and $75.00 to NICHA.  A motion was made by Commissioner Reid to approve the payment of the bills. Commissioner Vierck seconded the motion.  All of the Commissioners voted in favor of the motion and the motion carried.  





Legal Matters:  Gosser informed the Board that the foreclosure for the property in Algonquin is still pending.  He has contacted the attorney to inform them that the entity named on the suit, McHenry County, was incorrect.





A motion was made by Commissioner Reid and seconded by Commissioner Ruda to enter into Executive Session as allowed by 5 ILCS 120/2 (c )(1)Personnel Issue and 5 ILCS 120/2 (c )(8) Pending Litigation.  A roll call vote was taken.  The Commissioners all voted in favor of the motion and the motion carried.  





A motion was made by Commissioner Ruda and seconded by Commissioner Leathers to exit the Executive Session.  A roll call vote was taken and all of the Commissioners voted in favor of the motion and the motion carried.  No action was taken during the Executive Session.








Program Reports:  Biel Claussen presented Resolution 2008-06 regarding the SEMAP for the Section 8 Voucher Program.  The SEMAP is an assessment tool that is submitted to HUD that is used to monitor the Section 8 program.  Commissioner Ruda motioned to adopt Resolution 2008-06.  Commissioner Reid seconded the motion.  All of the Commissioners voted aye and the motion was approved.  Public Housing has four vacancies that are currently being rehabbed for occupancy.  The Capital Funds report shows all of the funds committed to rehab projects.  We are currently working on the closeout of the Weatherization program for 2008.  Julie Biel Claussen presented a contractor for consideration to perform work in the Rehab Program and Weatherization Program.  Commissioner Ruda made a motion to approve Jerome Keeling as an approved contractor for the Rehab Program and the Weatherization Program.  Commissioner Reid seconded the motion.  All of the Commissioners voted in favor of the motion and the motion carried.  





Biel Claussen noted that she had submitted a proposal to the McHenry County Senior Services Grant Commission for a dental program. Biel Claussen plans to attend the CSBG Workshop in September.  Commissioner Ruda motioned to approve travel expenditures associated with the CSBG Workshop.  Commissioner Leathers seconded the motion.  All of the Commissioners voted in favor of the motion and the motion carried.  





Biel Claussen informed the Board that there is a new tenant at SilverTrees I that is disabled and has been very disruptive.  His lease started on August 1st and she met with the tenants on August 7th to discuss the issue.  The tenant is 33 years old.  The other residents contacted the Village of Richmond regarding his tenancy at the development.  The Village Clerk has sent a copy of the annexation agreement and zoning ordinance that states the apartments would be available for people 62 and older or 50 years and older if they are disabled.  Biel Claussen spoke with her contact at Rural Development who informed her that the federal Rural Development guidelines define elderly as including people that are disabled, with no age limits.  Julie Biel Claussen will continue investigating this issue and will begin eviction procedures against the tenant.





Administrative Business:  CDBG Commission - Commissioner Ruda provided a written report, attached.  Senior Commission – Commissioner Reid reported that the interviews for the senior grant applicants will start on Friday.   The Illinois Association of Housing Authorities will have their annual meeting in September.  Commissioner Ruda made a motion to send Julie Biel Claussen to the annual meeting at a cost of $250 plus travel expenses.  Commissioner Reid seconded the motion and the motion carried by unanimous vote.





Commissioner Ruda made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 3:15 pm.  Commissioner Vierck seconded the motion.  All of the Commissioners voted aye and the motion carried.
